The bachelor’s degree program in Rehabilitation Science provides students with the knowledge and skills needed to obtain a fulfilling career in the vast field of rehabilitation. Graduates will be prepared to pursue careers in a variety of human service settings including, wellness/sports performance centers, independent living facilities, long-term care facilities, disability accommodation programs at schools or universities, community programs, medical sales services, mental health facilities, or state and federal rehabilitation programs such as the Georgia Department of Human Services Division of Aging Services. Graduates will also have the core pre-requisites required for most graduate programs in the field of rehabilitation science, including occupational therapy, physical therapy, physician’s assistant, and orthotics and prosthetics.

The Bachelor of Science in Rehabilitation Science at Middle Georgia State University consists of 120 college credit hours. A minimum of 60 credits must be completed at the 3000-4000 level or science, math, and social science courses at the 1000-2000 level are acceptable as electives for those looking to pursue graduate school. Below is an outline suggesting course sequence to complete the program in 4-years.
